	“Bee” in the Know About Pollination

	· Pollinators are organisms that help to move pollen   
    from one flower to another.

· Pollination is the process of pollen being transferred 
    from the male part of one flower to the female part 
             of another flower of the same species.
· The male part of the flower is called the stamen.
· Pollen is small, powdery grains produced on the male    
    part of the flower called the anther.
· The female part of the flower is the pistil.
· Pollination causes the pollen to travel down a pollen   
    tube where new seeds are then made.
· The new seeds can make new plants.
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
