WEEKLY FALL MAINTENANCE TIPS 

Pull weeds, litter and general clean out of the habitat. 
Scan the QR Codes on the plant ID signs to learn what 
the plant species look like.

SEPTEMBER 

Leave seed heads on dying or dead plants as food for 
birds.

OCTOBER 

Divide and share bog and pond plants if overgrown. Hand Spade or 
Small Shovel

Replace dead perennials if needed. Hand Spade,

Water any new bog plants for 4-6 weeks to help them be 
successful.

Add pine straw on top of bog to help protect plants in 
winter.

Remove dead plant material after the first killing frost, 
trim back plants to 2” above soil to prepare for mulching.
